“In the year of grace one thousand one hundred and seventyfour, by the just but occult judgment
of God, the church of Christ at Canterbury was consumed by fire [...]. Now the manner of the
burning and repair was as follows.”

“French and English artificers were therefore summoned, but even these differed in opinion. On
the one hand, some undertook to repair the [burnt| columns without mischief to the

walls above. On the other hand, there were some who asserted that the whole church must be
pulled down if the monks wished to exist in safety. This opinion, true as it was, excruciated

the monks with grief [...]. However, amongst the other workmen there had come a certain

William of Sens, a man active and ready, and as a workman most skilful both in wood and stone.
Him, therefore, they retained, on account of his lively gentus and good reputation, and dismissed
the others.”

“He was, at the beginning of the fifth year, in the act of preparing with machines for the turning of
the great vault, when suddenly the beams broke under his feet, and he fell to the ground, stones and
timbers accompanying his fall, from the height of the capitals of the upper vault, that is to say, of
fifty feet. Thus sorely bruised by the blows from the beams and stones, he was rendered helpless
[...].”

“In the ninth year no work was done for want of funds. In the tenth year [1184] the upper windows
of the tower, together with the vault, were finished. Upon the pillars was placed a lower and an
upper triforium, with windows and the great vault. Also was made the upper roof where the cross
stands aloft, and the roof of the aisles as far as the laying of the lead. The tower was covered in,
and many other things done this year.”
